»Flow. The Exhibition on Menstruation” on Thursday, 5 October
2023, 11 am at the Museum Europaischer Kulturen in Berlin-Dahlem.

Some 2 billion people in the world menstruate. An additional 1.5 billion
have had or will have their periods. Nevertheless, menstruation is consid-
ered a taboo topic. Through personal objects and museum artefacts, in-
terviews, music, film, and art, the exhibition explores the discourses and
debates of the last decades, traces the development of menstrual prod-
ucts from the late 19th century to the present day, and gives space to the
voices of menstruators.

The exhibition brings together around 100 historical and brand-new men-
strual products as well as advertisements. Diagrams, interviews, and
hands-on discovery stations convey the current state of knowledge. Fea-
turing almost 200 everyday objects, photos, graphics, newspaper articles,
and social media posts, the exhibition broadens the discourse that has

accompanied menstruation for decades: It covers topics such as work and

effectiveness, period poverty, waste, "normality”, our bond with nature,
and state of mind.
